*  How will the student’s independence be encouraged and supported, and what
is the plan to extinguish the need for aide?
»  Where/how/when will the one-on-one aide be utilized?

When completing the matrix, attention should be given to:
*  Number of other children in room by period (or half-hour)
*  Number of staff in room by period (or half-hour)
* Activity taking place in room by period (or half-hour)

Discussion should include:

* Review or implementation of a functional behavioral assessment

* Collection of supporting data (test scores, psychological, etc)

* Completion of Matrix

* A discussion of “intensive management needs above the level of expectation
for the program the student is presently enrolled. For example, if a student is
currently in an autism spectrum 6:1:1 class, there is an expectation that
intensive management needs of all the students are high. Does the student
needing a one-on-one aide have an even greater management need
